SPENDING POLICY
I would like to meet with the policy committee to review the spending policy. Currently, the director is allowed to spend $1,000 without board approval. There are some bills that are more than that (mobile hot spot annual data, bus trips, PrairieCat, etc).

STATE LAWS
Book Ban Prohibition (Public Act 103-0100):
What it does: Requires Illinois libraries to adopt policies aligning with the American Library Association's Library Bill of Rights (or similar anti-censorship policies) to remain eligible for state funding, effectively banning book bans.
Impact: Supports intellectual freedom and the right to access diverse materials without partisan or doctrinal restrictions.
Opioid Overdose Prevention (Public Act 104-0056):
What it does: Mandates that public libraries maintain an accessible supply of opioid reversal agents (like naloxone/Narcan) and have at least one trained staff member present during operating hours to administer them.
Impact: Protects lives during overdose emergencies, making libraries safer public spaces, with personnel protected by Good Samaritan laws.
