RETIREMENT PLAN UPDATE
All staff members have been reimbursed for the administrative fees that were taken out of their retirement accounts by mistake. 

BILL 1910
Amends the Local Library Act to require all “libraries open to the public” to maintain a supply of approved “opioid antagonists,” such as Naloxone (Narcan), for use in assisting individuals experiencing an opioid overdose. The Bill requires libraries to have at least one person in the library trained to recognize an opioid overdose and administer the opioid antagonist to reverse the effects. The Bill provides immunity for libraries and their personnel related to the administration of an opioid antagonist.
The bill only amends the Local Library Act and not the Public Library District Act, so we may be off the hook. I will keep you posted.
