4) Documents showing any and all attorneys or legal professionals (attorneys, law firms, law clerks, paralegals and the like) who appeared on behalf of, represented, advised, or otherwise counseled the entity in 2024, and for 2025 through July 18, 2025.
· Someone from the Cordova Fire Protection District told me they contacted their attorney and this person/company is in the business of making blanket FOIA requests in the hopes a taxing body fails to comply. At which time, the company sues the taxing body and ultimately settles for $5,000.00. 

DOLLY PARTON IMAGINATION LIBRARY
Rock Island Public Library Director, Angela Campbell, presented the idea to figure out a way to re-start the Dolly Parton Imagination Library at the March Moline Area Librarians Meeting. The Imagination Library provides books to children ages 0-5 monthly at no cost, mailed to their homes. United Way used to provide this service for years. The program must be run by a 501(C)3 and offered to an entire county. Rock Island County is the only county in Northern Illinois not doing this for families. The cost is about $31/year/child. The state will fund half of the cost. We are in beginning talks to determine interest and viability.

NEW PRINTER
Our new printer arrived on Monday, March 9th. So far, we are happy with the company and the printer. The people have been responsive and communicative. We are still learning how to operate the functions of the machine.

STAFF DINNER
We had our annual staff dinner on Friday, March 6th at Harvest in Erie. This is something the staff looks forward to each year and it is an invaluable chance to bond and bolster team unity.

TOWNSHIP
The Cordova Township requested a donation (prize basket or money) for their annual Easter Egg Hunt.
